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Golf Course and Practice Facilities 
 
The National Golf Course 
 
Has been described as "Woburn With Sunshine". 
This tree-lined tight course does bear a passing 
resemblance to that top English course. Voted by 
Golf World as 39th best course in Europe. It was 
designed by the Irish duo of David Feherty and 
David Jones. Transforming heavily timbered swamp 
land into a rolling course where they drained the water into lakes, which influence six 
holes and retained most of the characteristic pine and eucalyptus trees. With the back 
drop of the Toros mountains this course is a fantastic test of golf. From the very long 
par 5 opener, followed by a par 3 to an island green Through trees and valleys to the 18th 
which demands an inch- perfect tee shot before an approach over water to a green in 
front of the often packed clubhouse terrace restaurant 
 
The course has hosted the European Senior Tour’s Turkish Open in 1996 and 1997. 
 

 
The Carya Golf Course 
 
Thomson Perrett & Lobb's Carya Golf Club in 
Antalya’s Belek region is the first classic, 
heathland style golf course to be built on Turkey’s 
Mediterranean coast.  
 

Designed by Thomson Perrett & Lobb, the 
international golf course architect practice founded by five times Open Champion Peter 
Thomson, is a championship golf course set on undulating sand hills and cutting through 
mature pine and eucalyptus forest, at the heart of Turkey’s golf coast. 
 

Peter Thomson, said: “This is an exceptional piece of land on which to build a golf 
course. It is reminiscent of the famous Surrey heathland courses near London that I rate 
among the world’s best and which I was fortunate to enjoy much success on in my 
playing days. I am very excited about the prospect of TPL creating a classic, traditional 
style course in Turkey.” 
 
 
The Montgomerie Golf Course 
 
Colin Montgomerie officially launched his latest 
design project on May 23rd 2006.  The 
Montgomerie Course at Papillon Golf Club will 
form part of a new $100 million golf and hotel 
complex. To compliment the 18 hole championship golf course there will be a flood lit 9 
hole short course and a golf academy, as well as a luxury 5 star hotel and up to 40 holiday 
villas which will join the four existing Papillon hotels in Belek. Mustafa Nazik, President
